architecture.

In 2011, the Barber Osgerby design practice expanded into other divisions: the Universal

Design Studio, specializing in interior design, and MAP, an office for strategic design devel-

opment. Since then, they have focused on the intersections between industrial design, furni-

ture design and architecture, with remendous success. Their work has received awards from

numerous international trade magazines. The designers themselves have been awarded the INTERACTION OF
title “Royal Designer for Industry” and received the “Order of the British Empire”.
